However, as the Team Chase course was built and ready, it was opened 
on the Sunday for schooling. Due to the sponsors’ generosity and those who attended the 
event we ended up making more than if the Team Chase had been run with a low number of 
entries. At the time of writing we await news about the consequences of the Point-to-Point 
cancellation. 
 
Let us all hope and pray that the weather improves and good support from the Members will 
combine to make the Hunter Trials, summer events and Beckwithshaw Horse Trials all 
successful – as, I’m sure you’ll agree, we really do deserve it.  
In the meantime however, it is time for some hard and realistic thinking from all of us in 
order to bring down costs and find ways to support the hunt and so increase revenue. 
 
I am standing down as your Chairman. Guy Poskitt is also retiring as your Senior Master, but 
neither of us are deserting the ranks. We will be there in full support of the Hunt and its 
officers. I plead with you all to get behind your new Chairman, The Masters and ‘your hunt’, 
in order to secure a financially sound and socially stable organisation.

MODERN HUNTING & COURTESY 
 
Hunting with the Badsworth & Bramham Moor enables mounted followers to enjoy access 
to large areas of the Countryside. This is a privilege which requires that the Field respect the 
traditions and customs of the Hunt and the farmers who allow us access to their land. To 
help Newcomers understand the complexities of hunting and also perhaps gently to remind 
some of our established Members of the traditions and customs, the Committee decided 
that each edition of ‘Forward’ should include a reminder from ‘Modern Hunting and 
Courtesy 
 
If you know your horse is not a reliable jumper, please do not push to the front of the Field, 
refuse and then block the jump. If the jump is narrow, form an orderly queue and do not cut 
in. If your horse refuses, you should pull away immediately and go to the back of the queue 
– do not barge in ahead of your turn. Please, do not set off to jump until the horse in front 
has completed the jump and vacated the exit.  
 
There is a report by Nimrod (1834) which shows the problems of disorderly jumping as 
indicated in the ‘snippet’ are not new, but Nimrod’s report gives a good example of how not 
to behave 
 
…………’the pace was so good, and the country so severe, that no one was with the hounds 

towards the last except Mr. Smith and Mr White. It also happened that they came to a fence 

so strong and high, that there was only one place where it appeared at all practicable, and 

this was in the line Mr White was taking. 

 

The consequence was, Mr Smith was obliged to turn to this place, expecting to find Mr White 

well over; but instead of this, found him sticking fast in the hedge. ‘Get on’ says Mr Smith. ‘I 

cannot,’ said Mr White. ‘Pray get out of the way’ exclaimed Mr Smith. ‘Damn it’, said Mr 

White ‘if you are in such a hurry, why don’t you ride at me and charge me?’ Mr Smith did 



charge him and sent him and his horse into the next field, and rode away as if nothing has 

happened. 

 
Occasionally similar happenings occur these days sometimes involving children and can 
obviously have dangerous consequences. One memorable event was several years ago at 
Stapleton Park at the jump from the field onto the lane by the bunkers. A young boy was 
riding hard with the front of the Field, unfortunately his pony didn’t jump at all well and at 
each fence the pony refused and blocked the jump as the boy kept circling and kept trying to 
jump instead of pulling quickly away and going to the back of the line of riders waiting to 
jump. At the bunker jump, again the pony refused and the boy remained in front of the jump 
– a gentleman came through the Field, to the fence very quickly – very much out of control, 
his horse couldn’t / wouldn’t stop. As the horse took off the man yelled ‘DUCK’ the pony 
stood, the boy ducked and the man and horse jumped pony, boy and fence – spectacular but 
definitely not to be recommended!                                                                                    
 
So please, remember history - if you are not a reliable jumper, don’t push to the front and 
then refuse, it’s very frustrating and annoying for other riders and, as in the story of the boy 
and his pony, it can be very dangerous.  
Please wait your turn at jumps and don’t barge in. Please make sure your exit is clear before 
you start your run.  
If all else fails remember how to duck!!

The Badsworth & Bramham Moor will be out during the Season 2009 /2010, and thereafter, 
until a repeal is achieved, in accordance with the Hunting Act 2004. To this end, to assist and 
to inform: all Masters, Huntsmen, Whippers-in, Staff and Volunteers have been provided 
with the Countryside Alliance Hunting Handbook which gives clear instructions and advice on 
actions and behaviour, as required by law. 
 
The requirement to be out in accordance with the Hunting Act 2004 is clearly stated, for 
Members on the Meet Card and a verbal reminder is given to all at each Meet. The 
information is also clearly stated in the Membership newsletter (Forward), which is sent 
quarterly, by post, to each Member. In addition, a well-attended Masters’ Information 
Evening was dedicated to informing the Membership about the requirements of the Hunting 
Act 2004. 
 
It is the intention of B&BMH Ltd. the Directors and Committee, that Masters, Huntsmen, 
Kennel Huntsmen, Whippers-in, Staff, Members and volunteers will hunt within the law as 
indicated by the Hunting Act 2004.  
 
To this end, all Masters, Huntsmen, Kennel Huntsmen, Whippers-in, Members and 
volunteers have been fully informed of their rights and responsibilities in regard to the 
Hunting Act 2004.
